(  Some assignments will be graded, and some will not. You will not know ahead of time which assignments are being graded, so take everything seriously! 
(  If you do not complete your class work in time, you may be asked to give up your recess or asked to come in before school to complete assignments. Take advantage of every opportunity to work on assignments in class. 
Homework
(  Homework will be assigned every night, Monday through Thursday. Your assignments might include:

(  Homework will be checked every day. If you are missing a particular paper or signature, it will count as a missing homework assignment.  For minor assignments (spelling, weekly word study) you will receive a zero if you forget to turn it in.  For major assignments (book reports, reading logs, writing assignments) your grade will reduce by 30% the first day and 70% the second day.  If you do not turn it in by the third day, it is a zero. 

(  In most cases, you will know what your homework assignments are for the entire week and even for the month.  You should be able to plan your time accordingly.  No late homework assignments will be accepted unless you have a VERY GOOD excuse AND a note from a parent.
